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The name of the book is “SSN”. SNN stands for nuclear-powered attack submarine. (How’s that possible ? It should be “NPAS” according to me).

It was first published in ´96 in the United States and a year later in Europe.

It’s written by Tom Clancy, one of the most read writers in the world today. 

Clancy is called the master of technothrillers and after reading some of his books you just have to agree with the rest of the world.

His first book was “The Hunt For Red October”. It fast became an international bestselling book and after I had read it I understood why. 

He has also written many other good and almost too exciting books. For example, “Red Storm Rising”, “Executive Orders” and “The Sum Of All Fears”.  

The scary thing with his books is that the scenarios are so well planed and so real that you know that it just might happen in the real world too.

The story takes place in the South China Sea around the Spratly Islands. 

When the “Benetich Adventure”, a US flagged oil-drilling ship finds oil in the waters around the Spratlys China see a chance to get some more oil to fuel their many factories at home. They invades the islands and seizes “Benetich Adventure” (bad move by the Chinese).

USS Cheyenne, a Los Angeles class attack submarine (SNN 688) is a nuclear submarine. 

Cheyenne is the newest, most modern and surely one of the most deadly weapons in the United States navy. 

Also Cheyenne is being dispatched to the South China Sea to protect the air carrier “Independence” and her battle group. 

You stay onboard Cheyenne during the hole book and read about the decissions and the actions her captain and her crew has to make during the war. 

Cheyenne encounters many hostile submarines and other sea crafts on her mission during the war. 

Excitment to the last page.

The skipper, Captain Bartholomew “Mack” Mackey is actually the only main character. He is 35 years old and has been in the US navy for around fifthteen years. He cares about his crew and feels a great responsibility for them (just like every single captain in every single navy in the world does).

I think the book is very, very realistic. Clancy has even been asked by the CIA many times where from he gets his information and the details that fills his books to the last page. 

He desbribes every little thing so good that it almost feels like you´re there  yourself and that´s why I love all of his books (haven´t read them all yet). 

The language in the book is very complicated (for some people), but I think I understood most of the book very well. 

Just a great book, that´s it, but why shouldn´t it bee ? After all, it is Tom Clancy.
