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Edgar Allan Poe
Well first off I picked Edgar Allan Poe because I have heard his name before, and a little about his life, so I was very interested to know more.

Edgar Poe was born 1809 in Boston, his parents were actors, his mother died when Edgar was two years old and his father left the family short before that, Edgar had a sister and a brother, and he was separated from them to go and live with his foster parents the Allan family, that’s why he added Allan to his name. John and Fanny Allan were forced to move to England because of Johns Job, The Allans was a wealthy family and they putted Edgar on a boarding school, because Fanny was very sick. It was 5 hard years for Edgar, after that they returned to the US and it was about this time that Edgar discovered his talent, to express his feelings with words, Edgar wrote both poesy and verse at that time. 
When Edgar was 17 he studied in the University of Virginia although he was a good student he was forced to gambling since John Allan did not provide well enough. John Allan refused to pay Edgar's debts and Edgar had to leave the University after only one year.
The connection between John and Edgar was not good because John didn’t want to adopt from the beginning it was Fanny that persuaded him.
In 1827 Edgar published his first book “Tamerlane and other poems” later the same year he joined the army and stayed there for two years, during his time in the army his foster mother Fanny Allan died after that she was sick in a long time.
Edgar decided to move to Baltimore and live with his aunt, there he was reunited with his brother Henry, but the happiness didn’t last, six months later Henry drank to death.
When Edgar was 22 years he had bad economics and he decided to work in a magazine, during this time he fell in love with his 13 years old cousin Virginia and married her, at that time Edgar was 26.
After a few years Edgar left the Magazine to write books. He finished his novel “The narrative of Arthur Gordon Pym”.

The family moved around a bit, to name some they went to New York and Philadelphia. Edgar had alcohol problems and the economy was really bad so he took job on several magazines. He continued to write books at the same time and published famous novels such as “The Fall of the House of Usher” and "The Murders in the Rue Morgue" that is called the world’s first real detective story.
1842, Virginia was very sick by tuberculosis when she only was 19 years old and her state was life threaten. Edgar becomes completely broken-hearted and drank more and more, because of his heavy drinking, his hopes of starting an own magazine was lost. But he became more famous and he continued to write, he released classic novels like “The Gossip Heart”, “The Black Cat” and “The Raven”, then finally the fame that he was waiting was there.
But Virginias state got worse and 1847 she died 25years old. Edgar was lonely like the characters in his novels and poems; depressed, gloomy, condemn, miserable and sick

1849 he was found in a bad shape outside a premises and was transported to a hospital there he was hallucinating in three days, he yelled “God bless my poor soul” and died.
